You will need to bring the article into class with your answers to the questions that are provided at the bottom of this sheet. 

The following eight questions will determine your grade for every Current Events assignment. Always answer your questions on a separate sheet of paper and make sure to always number them!
1. Tile of the Source (remember to attach article)
2. Article Title & Date
3. Author
4. Is it a Local (County), State (NC), National (in the U.S), or International (outside the U.S) event?
5. What is the main point of the article? (Who, What, When, Where, Why, How)
6. Why is this event relevant? Why did the author write the article now?
7. How does this article connect to something you have learned THIS year in Social Studies?







8. Summary: In your own words, write a paragraph summarizing what you read. (A paragraph is 5-12 sentences. You will lose points if you do not have the minimum amount of sentences.)
